Bottom View

e Locate the battery compartment
door on the bottom of the table.

e Loosen the screw in the battery
compartment door with a Phillips
screwdriver. Remove the battery
compartment door.

e Insert three “AA” (LR6)
alkaline batteries.

alkaline batteries for longer life.

* Replace the battery compartment
door and tighten the screw with
a Phillips screwdriver. Do not
over-tighten.
