Battery Installation

e Locate the battery compartment on the hub.

e Loosen the screws in the battery compartment door with a Phillips screwdriver.
Remove the battery compartment door.

e Insert three, new, "D" (LR20) alkaline batteries.
Hint: We recommend using alkaline batteries for longer battery life.

e Replace the battery compartment door and tighten the screws with a Phillips
screwdriver. Do not over-tighten.

¢ When lights, sounds or movement become faint, slow or stop, it's time for an

adult to change the batteries!

Volume Switch

Storage

remove an arch.

e Repeat this procedure to remove the other two arches from the hub.

e Store the arches, hub, toys and links in the storage bag.

Care

¢ Unfasten the mat straps from the bases.

¢ Machine wash the mat on the gentle cycle in cold water. Do not use bleach.
Line dry the mat.

¢ Wipe with a clean cloth dampened with a mild soap and water solution. Do
not immerse the hub.

¢ The hub has no consumer serviceable parts. Do not take the hub apart.
