For best results, make sure the path between the
transmitter window on the remote and the dome on the base are in a direct line and
free of obstacles. Rotate the base dome so that the arrow points to the area from which
you’re most likely to use the remote. For example, if you'll most often be using the remote
from the doorway of the nursery, make sure that the arrow on the base dome is pointing
towards the doorway and that the path between the base dome and the doorway is free
from obstructions.
