Battery Installation

* Slide the soft giraffe up to access the battery
compartment.

¢ Loosen the screws in the battery compartment
door with a Phillips screwdriver. Remove the
battery compartment door.

e Insert three “C” (LR14) alkaline batteries, as
indicated inside the battery compartment.

Hint: We recommend using alkaline batteries for

longer battery life.

¢ Replace the battery compartment door and
tighten the screws with a Phillips screwdriver.
Do not over-tighten.

e Slide the soft giraffe back down to cover the
battery compartment.
