• Replace the battery compartment door and tighten the screws with a Phillips screwdriver.
• If this toy begins to operate erratically you may need to reset the electronics. Slide the power/

volume switch off and then back on. 
• When sounds or lights from this toy become faint or stop, it’s time for an adult to change

the batteries.
